2011 VICTORIAN COUNTRY SHORT COURSE CHAMPIONSHIPS

More than 440 swimmers from over 40 clubs descended on Shepparton on 13-14 August for the Victorian Country SC Championships.  Gippsland swimmers made their presence felt throughout the weekend and took home medals in almost every event.

It was gold all around for Gippsland swimmers who secured 32 of the 81 gold medals available.

Standout performers over the weekend were Traralgon’s Jasmine Doultree (11) and Annie Pepper (12) who won an amazing 6 gold medals each.  Jasmine – 50 Fly (31:45); 100 IM (1:15:16); 50 Back (34:47); 50 Breast (38:74); 50 Free (30:23) 100 Free (1:04:42) and Annie Gold 200m Free (2:12:07); 100 IM (1:07:61); 100 Fly (1:07:40); 100m Back (1:05:98); 200m IM (2:27:11); 100m Free (1:00:63).

Warragul swimmer Sean Bulmer (18) won gold in both the 100m Breast (1:06:46) and 200m Breast (2:22:90) 
Sale’s  James Vandersteen (16) greeted the judges first in  100 IM (1:02:80)
Experienced Traralgon campaigners who also featured prominently in the gold medal haul were Brayden Waltham (19) 200m Back (2:08:44);  100 Back (58:72); 100 Fly (57.40) and Courtney Ford (25) 200m IM (2:32:44); 100 Back (1:09:92); 100 IM (1:09:62).

Also from Traralgon Lily Collins (15) secured 3 gold medals in 200m Breast (2:39:73);  100 Free (57:24) and 100 Breast (1:12:47) with Emily Beecroft winning gold in 50m Breast MC (47:24); 50m Fly MC (41:74) and  Alex Tsebelis  50m Fly (32:73); 100m IM (1:15:29); 
Also adding to the gold medal tally were Traralgon’s Caiden Gill (13) 100m Back (1:11:50); Trent Morrow (14) 200m Free (2:04:05); Cameron Juha (17) 100m Breast (1:10:58) and Daniel Gill (15) 100 Breast (1:11:85)

A number of Country and Out of Gippsland records were broken over the weekend and congratulations must go to all swimmers who represented the district so well both in and out of the pool.
