2011 VICTORIAN AGE SC CHAMPIONSHIPS

Over the weekend of Friday 26th-Sunday 28th August the Melbourne Sports and Aquatic Centre played host to 1074 of the states finest age group athletes who were competing in the 2011 Victorian Age Short Course Championships.  This event gives swimmers the greatest opportunity to excel in the sport and creates a pathway for swimmers wishing to progress to the highest level.

Gippsland was well represented with swimmers from across the district making their presence felt throughout the weekend.  
Traralgon swimmers showed their strength with some wonderful performances throughout the weekend and finished 7th overall in the state.
Annie Pepper (13) had a fantastic meet winning gold in the 200 Medley (2:20:45) and breaking the Victorian and Victorian Allcomers record; gold in the 100 Fly (1:03:38) and another Victorian Country record; 200 Back (2:18:42; silver medals in 100 IM (1:06:27); 100m Free (57.70) and bronze in 200m Free (2:09:60) and 100m Breast (1:15:94) creating yet another Country record. 
Jasmine Doultree (11) fresh from her outstanding success at Country SC Championships stamped herself as a swimmer to watch winning  three gold medals - 50 Free in a blistering time of 29:57 and setting a new Country record; 100 Fly (1:10:71) and 200 Fly (2:45:50)
New Traralgon recruit Lily Collins (15) outclassed  the opposition with gold in 100 Breast (1:09:88) and setting new Victorian and Victorian Country record. Lily also won gold in 50 Free (26:06); silver medals in the 100 IM (1:03:89) and a Country record; 200 Breast (2:33:22)  and bronze in the 200 IM (2:20:89); bronze 100 Free (56:79) in a new Country record time.
Georgia Tsebelis (14) had some fantastic results over the weekend with gold in 200 Back (2:13:42); silver 50 Free (26:20); 100 IM (1:04:31) in a new Country record time; 100 Back (1:02:80) with another Country record and  bronze 100 Free (57:44); silver 100 Fly (1:04:44)

Every improving Erin Roberts (13) won gold in 200 Breast (2:41:67); silver in the 50 Free (27:56) and 100 Breast (1:14:33) in a Country record time.
Young gun Alex Tsebelis (10) powered home to win silver in the 100 IM (1:13:33) and 100m Back (1:12:23).  Fabienne Schoutens (12) won bronze in 200 Breast (2:45:18) and 100 Breast (1:16:60).  Brayden Haney (14) gold in 200 Breast (2:30:67) and Philip Blunt (16) bronze  200 Fly (2:07:70)

Warragul’s Kate Sommerfield (17) won bronze in the 100 Breast (1:09:48) and set a new Victorian Country record.
